1890’s. Firstly as a prospector and later as manager of
the Start of the West gold mine.

“After the gold rush waned, Robert’s love for
Jamieson didn’t and he bought the Jamieson Post
Office in the 1920’s. Wayne’s father Bob was raised in

£6 Most people don’t realise Jamieson is here
because of gold - from here to Woods Point, over to
Aberfeldy and down into Walhalla. They associate
Bendigo and Ballarat with gold, but don’t know that this
area had the state’s second richest gold mine.

“This was the end of the line, a staging point. From
here into the valleys it was packhorse country, because
the valleys are very narrow and the mountains so steep.

There’s still plenty of gold up there.

“Quite a few come to fish and some say they want
to have a really good look around, but they often just sit
in an armchair in front of the fire and don’t move,
except for a walk around the river. In the hot weather
we suggest they just sit at any of the spots up the river
towards Kevington with a bottle and a couple of
glasses. 39

£ Unlike most people in Jamieson, we had no
connection with the town prior to moving here in 2011.
In fact, we’d lived in Europe and America for 15 years.
We returned looking for a quieter location, not too hot
but not too cold, very scenic but not touristy, that had
friendly people, a pub and a post office.

“When we drove into Jamieson on a reconnaissance
tour, we could see that most of our requirements were
going to be met. Now that we're getting to know the

locals, we can see why Jamieson is such a special
place to live.

“We joined the Historical Society to fast-track our
understanding of the area, and of its history.

Best of all, we discovered that our
house sits on the site of one of the two Jamieson
breweries that operated during the gold rush era. 99

£6 My grandparents came to the area in 1932
and ran the 10 mile hotel until it burnt down in '39.
They loved the upper Goulburn river area so they
stayed, bought the Kevy back in ‘53 and held the
licence until they passed on in the late ‘80’s.

“So it was extra special when it came back to my
family in 2007. Not much has changed really; the
ambience remains, although the pub is now in a better
state of repair.

“| remember as a kid floating down the river on a
lilo, just as my kids do today.

“Sitting in the beer garden, glass in hand, watching
the river flow by, reminds me that we're in God’s own
country.

“Everyone has a different way to connect to the
bush up here, whether it be mountain biking,
bushwalking, fishing, trailbike riding or just plain sitting
back and observing nature doing its thing. 39
